May the Lord our God bless us all as we 

continue serving him in the New Year! 

        We wish to announce today that our service schedule for the Eve of Theophany will be 

slightly different from the calendar found in last Sunday’s bulletin: on Friday, January 5 

we will have the Royal Hours at 9 am and the Vesperal Liturgy with Great Blessing of 

Water at 3:30 pm followed by our Parish Epiphany Holy Supper in the Ukrainian Hall.  

        As we approach the Feast of the Baptism of our Lord- Theophany/Epiphany- we 

announce that we will again have our Parish Epiphany Holy Supper on Friday, January 5 

at the Ukrainian Hall 2nd floor following the Vesperal Liturgy and Great Blessing of Water. 

The main course will be provided by the Parish Executive Board and we ask that each 

family bring a Lenten dish to share as we celebrate this together as a parish community.
