Since ancient times, from the Old Testament times,
people have decorated Temple with the best fabrics, products from noble species of trees,
and precious metals.

The priest’s vestments are the beauty of the Holy Liturgy
and an integral part of it because the vestments of the priest and those who are in the
altar— is the face of the church, it should arouse purity of thoughts among the
parishioners, respect for the shrines of the Church, raise a person’s thoughts for mystery,
filling everyone with spiritual purity.
